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Instructions for Obtaining a Statement of Endorsement
For WATTLE Academic Program (A2025) – Expression of Interest:

As part of your Expression of Interest for the WATTLE Academic Program (A2025), you are required to provide a written statement of endorsement from your immediate supervisor or line manager. This confirms their support for your participation in the program.
Below is a suggested email template that you can personalise when contacting your supervisor or manager to request their endorsement.
To use this template:
1. Copy and paste the suggested email into a new message.
2. Personalise the content where needed – for example, by inserting your name, your manager’s name, and your current position.
3. Ask your line manager to reply directly to the email with their endorsement and contact details.
4. Save their email response as a PDF or Word document and upload it as part of your WATTLE application.
If your manager prefers, they may also draft a separate short letter containing the same information (you may offer to provide a sample statement if helpful).
This endorsement helps demonstrate both your leadership potential and your workplace’s support for your ongoing development. If you or your line manager have questions about the program, please contact the WRN organisers directly.
